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SELECTION CRITERIA 

 

Applications will be evaluated qualitatively using the following selection criteria: 

• Willingness and capacity to maximise matchmaking opportunities via participation in this 
event, based on a detailed description of the sort of partnership sought by the applicant and 
the likelihood of developing practical collaboration because of the Event. This indication of 
interest in cooperating must be clearly articulated as responses to the questions in the 
application form.  

• Activities in the target sectors. 

• Operating beyond the stated fields should extensively motivate the argument for their 
application to a reserve list that will be determined in due time. 

• The desire and capacity to collaborate more closely with Singaporean SMEs (including Start-
Ups), Industry Associations and Network Organisations in order to better global 
competitiveness via collaborative efforts.
